2026-2027 SCHOOL YEAR




The Virginia FCCLA Leadership Foundation is announcing a mini-grant opportunity to affiliated chapters throughout Virginia for implementation of one of the FCCLA national programs. This mini-grant is being offered in honor of Bill McAnulty, a founding board member. 
· The maximum allowed under any one approved grant is $500, and some projects may be partially funded, depending on the number of applications and available funds.
· A school can only submit one application for one national program project.
· Only mini-grant applications received by email on or before the October 1 deadline date will be considered.
· Grant awards will be determined at the fall meeting of the foundation’s Board of Directors and will be announced soon thereafter. Funds will be disbursed to selected chapters upon return of a signed commitment form and evidence of chapter affiliation. 

Examples of a special project that could be funded include (but are not limited to):
· Conduct promotional/educational campaigns promoting the focus of the national program that you have selected
· Sponsor youth-friendly community event(s) related to the focus of the selected national program
· Provide educational resources to such groups as health departments, early childhood education or senior centers, local elementary schools, local libraries, etc. related to the national program topic
· Partner with school and/or community organizations or businesses to provide a special project related to the national program
· Partner with your school’s PTA on an issue of shared interest
· Implement project idea(s) from the national FCCLA curriculum materials

How to Apply for the Bill McAnulty Mini-Grant

Complete the application on page five of this announcement. Answer all questions completely within each box. Completed applications may not exceed two pages and may not include links to additional information or items requested for purchase. Delete the front, generic pages and email only the completed application and blank rubric to Deborah Will, Foundation Coordinator at debbiewillFCCLA@comcast.net.

All applications received by email on or before the October 1 deadline will be considered for funding. Chapters will be notified following the fall meeting of the foundation Board of Directors regarding the status of their application. Approved chapters will be asked to sign a commitment form before payment is sent to the chapters; payment is sent following confirmation of chapter affiliation.

A final report will be made through completion and submission of the national program award application for your chosen project. All recipients of funding under this mini-grant will be required to submit the online National Program Award application (NOT the “Project Summary Only”) through the affiliation portal by the March 1 deadline, and chapters will also be asked to share some photos of your project. National Program Awards will also be presented at the State Leadership & Recognition Conference in the spring.


Pointers for Developing a Stronger 
Mini-Grant Application


· Failure to follow guidelines for completion of the application may disqualify your request. This may happen if there are a large number of applications submitted as part of a narrowing-down process.
· For this school year, there will be a guaranteed mini-grant awarded for Financial Fitness thanks to a partnership with the Virginia Bankers Association. Special consideration will be given to a project focused on saving and protecting money (relating it to banking).
· Consider implementing a project centered around a current issue.
· The grant reviewers are particularly receptive to projects that have a longer-term impact, rather than a one-time event.
· Innovative, new ideas are preferred, rather than projects that have been done before.
· Descriptions of the activity/activities need to be very specific, not general. However, do not include links to other information or items to be purchased – all grant information should be contained within the pages of the application only.
· List only budget items that are essential to carrying out the project and do not go over the $500 maximum grant amount.
· If there are other sources of funding or donations, be sure to list those and put dollar values for each, even if estimated. Many of the strongest mini-grant applications show partnerships with other organizations.
· Before listing specific instructional materials and/or equipment in your budget, check with your CTE administrator first to see if these items can be purchased with Perkins funds. If so, they can be listed as an in-kind donation from your school system.
